And let them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds 
of the heavens and over the livestock and over all the earth and over 
every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” 27So God created man 
in his own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female 
he created them. 28And God blessed them. And God said to them, “Be 
fruitful and multiply and fill the earth and subdue it, and have dominion 
over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over 
every living thing that moves on the earth.” 
 
15The Lord God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to 
work it and keep it. 
 
Matthew 28:16-20  
16Then the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain where 
Jesus had told them to go. 17When they saw him, they worshiped him; 
but some doubted. 18Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority 
in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19Therefore go and make 
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of 
the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20and teaching them to obey everything I 
have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very 
end of the age.”
