The book of Psalms is a collection of song lyrics. Like many songs, they were first written in response
to events in the lives of their authors. Later, the whole community used them in worship. When Israel
returned from exile in Babylon many of the songs from over the centuries were collected in the book
of Psalms. The book of Psalms thus operates at two levels: individually the songs explore a wide
variety of honest spiritual responses to God, while the overall collection tells, and celebrates, the work
of God in history to save his people. (The Holy Bible, New International Version, Psalms Intro)

Martin Luther paraphrased Psalm 46 when he wrote the hymn: “A Mighty Fortress is our God”:
A mighty fortress is our God, a bulwark never failing;
Our helper He, amid the flood of mortal ills prevailing:
For still our ancient foe doth seek to work us woe;
His craft and pow’r are great, and, armed with cruel hate,
On earth is not his equal.

Fortress - military stronghold, fort, castle, reinforced, etc.
Bulwark - rampart, barricade, fortification, etc.

Think about guards sitting in a fortress atop a hill or maybe surrounded
by water, overlooking all the land & providing much protection.
