

Before you begin, read 1 Kings 22:1-28, pray for unity and clarity during this discussion.

1. Ahab surrounded himself with 400 prophets who told him what he wanted to hear. Where in your life do you feel pressure to “go along with the crowd,” even if it contradicts God’s truth?


2. How can we tell the difference between godly conviction (like Micaiah’s) and simple stubbornness? What role does Scripture and community play in that discernment?


3. In the throne-room vision (vv. 19–23), God gives Ahab over to the lies he prefers (similar to Romans 1:28). What warning does this give us about the voices we choose to listen to?


4. Micaiah was struck, mocked, and imprisoned for speaking God’s word. What “costs” might we face today for standing with God’s truth — in friendships, family, workplace, or culture?


5. Jesus is the Good Shepherd who laid down His life for the sheep (John 15). How does His presence with us change the way we face lonely or costly moments of courage?
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
