

Before you begin, read Mark 3:20-35, and pray for unity and clarity during this discussion.

1. Why do you think Jesus’ own family tried to “seize Him,” saying He was out of His mind? What does this teach us about following Christ even when others misunderstand our faith?


2. Jesus says a house divided cannot stand.
Where do you see division or spiritual compromise threatening your unity with Christ or with His church?


3. In what ways do you see Jesus’ power at work freeing people from spiritual bondage today? What area of your own life still feels like it’s under the “strong man’s” control rather than the Stronger Man’s authority?


4. Why does Jesus treat calling the Spirit’s work “evil” as such a grave warning? How can we guard our hearts from either skepticism (dismissing God’s work) or naivety (calling everything good “from God”)?


5. Jesus redefines family around doing the will of God.
How does belonging to the family of God reshape the way you view relationships, church community, and identity?
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
