

Before you begin, read John 1:14-18, and pray for unity and clarity during this discussion.

1. What does it change for you personally that the God who created “in the beginning” (John 1:1–3) is also the God who sees you (Genesis 16:13)? Most religions affirm a Creator, but few emphasize a God who notices and cares. How does being truly “seen” by God shape your fears, identity, and spiritual disciplines?


2. The blessing of Numbers 6 says God’s face can “shine upon” us. How do you typically try to earn God’s favor, and how does Christmas overturn that tendency? 


3. Job longed for an “arbiter” who could lay a hand on both God and man (Job 9:32–35). How does the incarnation uniquely answer that universal longing? 


4. John 1:14 says the Word became flesh and “dwelt among us.” In what ways do you find it hardest to believe that Jesus entered real human experience, your kind of pain, exhaustion, sorrow, or limitations? 


5. If Jesus truly entered physical reality, into our world of real people, real problems, and real suffering, what part of your life right now most needs Him to “arrive” in the same way?
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
