

Before you begin, read Mark 1-20, and pray for unity and clarity during this discussion.

1. The Gerasene man was bound with chains that never worked. What “chains” do people still try to use today to manage brokenness without real healing?

2. Why do you think the townspeople were more afraid after the man was healed than before?

3. The loss of the pigs shows that freedom sometimes comes at a cost. What kinds of “pigs” might Christians today be tempted to protect over people?

4. Both the townspeople and the healed man begged Jesus—one asked Him to leave, the other to stay. What do these two responses reveal about the heart?

5. Jesus didn’t let the healed man follow Him—but sent him home to testify. What does this tell us about what makes someone “ready” to represent Jesus?
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
