

Before you begin, read Mark 21-43, and pray for unity and clarity during this discussion.

1. Jairus is powerful, respected, and desperate. What does his posture before Jesus teach us about faith in moments of fear?


2. The woman wants healing without being seen, but Jesus stops to meet her personally. Why do you think Jesus insists on relationship, not just results?


3. When the news comes, “Your daughter is dead,” the advice is to stop bothering Jesus. Where are we tempted to stop praying or hoping because something feels final? What would it look like to trust Jesus with the part of your story that feels most ‘over’ right now?


4. Jesus asks, “Why are you weeping?” even though grief seems appropriate. What is Jesus challenging: their emotion, or their understanding of reality?


5. The sermon ends with three categories: Distraught, Dormant, Delivered. Which one do you most identify with right now and why?
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
