

Before you begin, read Mark 6:1-6, and pray for unity and clarity during this discussion.

1. You heard the illustration about being “nose-blind”, or not noticing a smell because you’ve been around it too long.
Where do you think it’s easiest for Christians today to become “nose-blind” to Jesus? How can familiarity actually become a spiritual danger?

2. In Nazareth, people reduced Jesus to what they already knew about Him: His family, His job, His background.
What are some modern ways people (including us) say, “That’s just Jesus” without realizing it? Which of these do you most resonate with and why?

3. The sermon emphasized that you can grow up around Jesus and still not really believe Him. What’s the difference between knowing about Jesus and actually trusting Jesus? How can someone tell which one is true in their own life?

4. Mark says Jesus did not do many mighty works in Nazareth because of their unbelief, not because He lacked power.
How does unbelief tend to show up today, not as open rejection, but as comfort, control, or indifference?
Where might unbelief be quietly limiting spiritual growth, obedience, or prayer in your life?

5. Nazareth was too familiar with Jesus to be amazed but outsiders often weren’t. What might it look like this week to intentionally fight spiritual nose-blindness and approach Jesus with fresh faith? Is there one concrete step you could take (prayer, repentance, obedience, Scripture, silence) to re-engage Jesus as Lord and not just familiar?
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
