Digging D eeper

Where do we need to examine the 
deeper spiritual condition rather 

than the symptom?
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1. Circumstantial Requests (fix my situation) 
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Sympt oms

1. Circumstantial Requests (fix my situation)
2. Relational/emotional requests (make me feel better)
3. Religious performance requests (help me do better)

4. Status/comfort requests (James and John)
